2. What’s Happening in Your Area & Community Priorities

14 crimes reported during February 2020, slight increase from 12 recorded in January 2020; 
a. Residential Burglary reports – two males were disturbed by the occupants of a property on Fairholme Lane, Wawne around 8:20pm on Saturday 22nd February the males entered the address via an insecure front door and made off with a rucksack containing toiletries and a shaver, bottles of wine and spirits was also taken.
b. Garage Burglary reports – a pedal cycle was taken during a garage burglary on Ferry Road, Wawne on 12/2/20
c. Business Burglary report – there was an attempt to gain entry to a business on A165 at Long Riston around 9:30pm 11/2/20, three males have been charged with the offence and going equipment, a vehicle used in this crime was seized by police on the night.
d. Thefts – two thefts reported, sometime between 24/1/20 and 3/2/20 scrap metal and fencing was stolen from a yard on Main Road, Bilton. 6/2/20 theft of mail from a letterbox on Back Lane Burstwick – an appeal for information lead to an arrest of two males from Leeds, West Yorks for theft and fraud offences.
e. Damage – three reports. 7/2/20 vehicle parked Highfield Crescent Bilton had its tyre valves damaged. Fence and concrete posted damaged in Wentworth Grove, Aldbrough. Sheep was attacked by a local dog on Hull Road Skirlaugh. 
f. Vehicle Crimes –   A Land Rover FREELANDER was reported stolen on from a farm in Humbleton and was later recovered by the owner.
